The Master Plan (MP) documents for the Wadsworth Municipal Airport are acceptable
from a contractual standpoint with respect to the terms and conditions of the grant
agreement. The contents of the MP reflect the views of the Wadsworth Municipal
Airport, who is responsible for the accuracy of the document. The MP does not
necessarily reflect the views or policies of the Federal Aviation Administration (FAA),
and the determination of acceptability does not imply the FAA agrees with the MP
conclusions and recommendations.

Enclosed is one conditionally approved Wadsworth Municipal Airport, Airport Layout
Plan (ALP), dated February 2009. This letter cancels or supersedes all prior ALP
approvals. The ALP conditional approval is based on recognition of and adherence to the
following:

1. The approval is not to be considered a commitment of Federal funding for the
proposed development. The FAA has concurred with the proposed development
for planning purposes only based on current safety, utility, and efficiency
standards.  Actual development should comply with approved standards
applicable at the time of construction. No airport design modifications have been
granted.

2. Prior to the construction of Runway 3/21, the sponsor must provide the FAA with
a negotiated and executed agreement with the owner of Weltzein Skypark. It
must satisfactorily resolve conflicting airspace issues. The proposed runway will
require revisions of all Standard Instrument Approach Procedures, Standard
Instrument Departure Procedures, and Instrument Flight Procedures. A detailed
